Please note: This release is for IP PTZs. Upgrade of ACUIX IP PTZs uses different firmware and firmware loader tool than the analog PTZs.
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This updated firmware is an enhancement to Honeywell’s current IP camera offering. For sites that have satisfactorily installed ACUIX to their operational requirement, no update is required. When an upgrade is performed on an IP PTZ, dome configurations will be lost and must be restored manually.
All new ACUIX IP PTZ products will be supplied with version ACUIX_1_5_2.hex firmware. 
Changes From Previous Version

· Introduction of 5 Compression ratios – opposite thinking of previous releases where “picture quality” was used. It is now consistent with MAXPROV VMS terminology. The table below shows the relationship between new compression ratio and picture quality:

· De-interlacing support at encoder and adapter level for 4CIF resolutions. User can enable or disable de-interlacing filter in Honeywell IP adapter and in firmware. The de-interlacing filter will significantly improve the picture quality when video is captured and displayed in 4CIF resolution.
· Absolute PTZ command support is provided in ACUIX IP and HNVE1 to send the dome to a particular pan, tilt, and zoom position. Adapter has new API for absolute PTZ command and support added in DSP firmware to relay this command to the scan unit. Currently, this is supported only in IntelliBus™ protocol with future plans to extend to Diamond protocol.

Installation Procedure

This firmware can be installed using the IP Utility version 1.0.1.20 available at https://www.honeywellvideo.com/support/downloads/index.html.
The SW5-8 dip switch must be in the ON position as shipped from factory. Please set the protocol and baud rate-related DIP switches to the protocol being used in the site (i.e., if ACUIX IP should operate in VCL mode, make dip switches for VCL protocol settings):
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It is important to note that if the PC running the IP utility is directly connecting to a camera, the cable must be an Ethernet crossover cable. Further information regarding an Ethernet crossover cable can be found at 
http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Ethernet_crossover_cable.
IP Utility and Software Versions
It is recommend that IP Utility Version 1.0.1.20 (or newer) be used to update the software in the target cameras. Version 1.0.1.20 of the IP utility now supports the full suite of EQUIP products and is more robust than the previous versions.
PC Operating System Compatibility

The loader tool must be installed on a PC running Microsoft Windows XP and Windows 2000. Other operating systems are not supported at this time.
