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Mobile Recorders – Daylight Saving Time
OVERVIEW

At Honeywell Video Systems, we endeavor to provide the most innovative and latest video technology products to our customers. This communication is to advise you of a US Federal Government mandate that will change the dates at which Daylight Saving Time occurs in the spring and in the fall starting in 2007 and ongoing until further notice by US Federal Authorities.

DAYLIGHT SAVING TIME 
Daylight saving time will begin three weeks earlier on the second Sunday in March and end one week later on the first Sunday in November. Daylight Saving Time has expanded in duration.  Previously, Daylight Saving Time started on the first Sunday in April and ended on the last Sunday in October.

Honeywell mobile recorders such as the HTR62, HTRD100 and HTRD400 have an automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature.  Due to the mandated change to extend the time period of daylight saving time, this will affect the daylight saving time date presets in Honeywell mobile recorders when automatic daylight saving adjustment is used.    
How can this affect me?
If the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature is not enabled on your recorder, the change mandated by the US Federal Government does not affect the recorder’s time.  No configuration change is needed for your recorder.
If the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature is enabled on your recorder, the change mandated by the US Federal Government will affect the recorder’s time.  After the second Sunday in March, which is March 11 in 2007, and before the first Sunday in November, which is November 4 in 2007, the recorder’s time will be incorrect by one hour for four weeks in duration.  The dates for automatic Daylight Saving Time adjustment in the HTR62, HTRD100 and HTRD400 recorders are preset.  In order to correct for the recorder’s time for new mandated Daylight Savings Time, the automatic Daylight Savings Time adjustment feature must be disabled.

	If the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature is not enabled on your recorder, the change mandated by the US Federal Government does not affect the recorder’s time.  No configuration change is needed for your recorder.
To disable the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature, refer to pg. 43 of theHTRD400 Reference Guide document 900.0328 v1.02.  Changing the time for daylight saving time is now a manual process.  

	HTRD100

	If the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature is not enabled on your recorder, the change mandated by the US Federal Government does not affect the recorder’s time.  No configuration change is needed for your recorder.
To disable the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature, refer to pg. 24 of the HTRD100 Operating Guide document 900.0333 v1.02.  Changing the time for daylight saving time is now a manual process. 

	HTR62

	If the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature is not enabled on your recorder, the change mandated by the US Federal Government does not affect the recorder’s time.  No configuration change is needed for your recorder.
To disable the automatic daylight saving time adjustment feature, refer to pg. 18 of the HTR62 User Guide document 900.0341 v.1.01.  Changing the time for daylight saving time is now a manual process.
